2. All entries must be through the Rowing Ireland Tracker system.  

3. At least three crews/scullers must compete at each grade for the pennant to be 

awarded.  

4. Closing date for entries is Wednesday 23
rd

 January 2013 at 7pm. 

5. Each crew may row as many times as they wish. A separate entry must however be 

submitted in respect of each row and a different number utilised each time. 

6. Cheques payable to St Michael’s Rowing Club should be forwarded to:  

St Michael’s Rowing Club, O’Callaghan Strand, Limerick. 

7. Fees must be paid in full before racing. Crews will not be permitted to race 

without the full payment of fees owed by the respective club beforehand. 

8. A deposit of between €50 and €100 will be required depending on the number of 

entries each club has. This deposit will be returned upon return of all numbers to the 

Head of the River administration on the day.
